Undergraduate Students: Completion of at least 3 Semesters or 5 Quarters of college course. Completion of 9 Semester Hours or 4 Quarter Hours of Psychology.  Must rank in the Upper 35% of your class in general scholarship. You must also demonstrate superior scholarship in psychology, earning a Minimum GPA of 3.0, in Psychology courses.


For Spring 2007, the top 35% at NAU means:�Sophomores with GPA of 3.2 or above.�Juniors with GPA of 3.3 or above.�Seniors with GPA of 3.4 or above.


Graduate Students: Average grade of 'B' or better in All Graduate Courses, including Psychology


For All Students:  Registration for major or minor standing in psychology or for a program psychological in nature. High standards or personal behavior.  








The purpose of Psi Chi shall be to encourage, stimulate and maintain excellence in scholarship of the individual members in all fields, particularly in psychology, and to advance the science of psychology.








7. Psi Chi encourages student research at the regional and national as well as local levels through undergraduate and graduate research award competitions and provides opportunities for students to present research and receive certificates recognizing their accomplishments at regional and national psychological association meetings.


8. Psi Chi provides over $250,000 annually in awards and grants to its student members, faculty advisors, and chapters.


9. Psi Chi sponsors outstanding programs at regional and national psychological association meetings. Members benefit not only from the programs, but also from the opportunity to meet leading psychologists and students from other chapters.


10. Membership in Psi Chi meets one of the requirements for entrance at the GS-7 level in numerous professional and technical occupations in the United States government.


11. Membership is for life. The national registration fee of $35 is the only payment ever made to the national organization, which does not charge dues.


12. As a member of Psi Chi, you are eligible for special offers from APA and APS when you join as a student member from either organization.

In addition, the national organization provides programs to help achieve these goals, including national and regional conventions held annually in conjunction with the psychological associations, research award competitions, and certificate recognition programs.�


What are the Benefits?


The first and foremost benefit of Psi Chi membership has always been the honor and recognition of academic excellence, but that is just the beginning of the Psi Chi experience. In reality, Psi Chi is much more than an honor society. It is an exciting network of like-minded colleagues and experienced psychologists—a springboard for professional and personal growth. When you become a member, you unleash a myriad of new opportunities to develop leadership skills, to network and develop one-on-one relationships with faculty and other psychology professionals, to socialize with other psychology students, to take advantage of numerous educational and career-building programs and events, to serve your campus and greater community, and much more.


1. Psi Chi provides national recognition for academic excellence in psychology, an honor that can be noted on employment applications, vitae, and résumés.


2. Through membership in Psi Chi, students gain a sense of community with others in psychology and identification with the discipline.


3. Psi Chi provides a local, regional, and national forum for obtaining information and developing perspectives about the field of psychology, learning about educational and career opportunities, and forming meaningful professional networks.


4. On the local level, chapter membership facilitates leadership development, interaction with other students who have similar interests, and service to the department and institution sponsoring Psi Chi.


5. Members receive a membership card, certificate, and lapel pin, and, through chapter mailings, copies of Eye on Psi Chi. (Following graduation, members may subscribe to Eye on Psi Chi.)


6. Psi Chi chapter activities provide students with valuable opportunities to develop one-on-one relationships with professors who can stimulate their interest in psychology, involve them in research projects, and write meaningful letters of recommendation for them.

















What is Psi Chi?


Psi Chi is the National Honor Society in Psychology, founded in 1929 for the purpose of promoting excellence in scholarship and advancing the science of psychology. Membership is open to graduate and undergraduate men and women who are making the study of psychology one of his/her major interests and who meet the qualifications. Psi Chi functions as a federation of chapters located at more than 1,000 senior colleges and universities, and is a member of the Association of College Honor Societies (ACHS) and an affiliate of the American Psychological Association (APA) and the Association of Psychological Science (APS). Membership in Psi Chi offers unique advantages that cannot be found elsewhere. Almost all applications for graduate school and employment ask for honors, which are difficult to obtain after one leaves school. Membership in Psi Chi is open to you as a student; after you graduate it is too late to join.





How Do I Join?�Students become members by joining the chapter at the school where they are enrolled. Psi Chi chapters are operated by student officers and faculty advisors. Together they select and induct the members and carry out the goals of the Society. All chapters register their inductees at the National Office, where membership records are preserved for reference purposes. The total number of memberships registered at the National Office is now over 500,000 lifetime members. Many of these members have gone on to distinguished careers in psychology.
