Choose any three of the quotes we’ve used for our journal entry.  Write one paragraph about each quote by practicing the “three-shoed neighbor”: 1) make a claim about a text/author, 2) present the quote that supports that claim, 3) explain how the quote supports that claim. 

Example:

“Brawndo, it’s got electrolytes!!!” –Idiocracy, Mike Judge


Mike Judge, the writer/director of the film, Idiocracy, uses the movie as a platform to criticize contemporary American society. Consistently throughout the film, characters and billboards shout, “Brawndo, it’s got electrolytes!!!” Brawndo is a fictional sports drink that the society uses for everything—including watering plants. This quote is a critique of contemporary American society because in the movie the characters blindly follow and parrot a corporate slogan without thinking, leading to big problems. This fictional corporate slogan is much like our real corporate slogans like “Gatorade: Thirst Quencher” that Americans hear and repeat and follow without thinking about what they are doing. Did you know every 240 milliliters of Gatorade has 13.2 grams of sugar?
