Adobe Illustrator-Part II 

Annotation of Scanned Image

The purpose of this exercise is to learn to use Adobe Illustrator (AI) to annotate scanned figures and photographs.  You are required to annotate at least two figures to appear in your final report and presentation.  Part III of AI will include drafting one required illustration from a scanned template to appear in your final report (10 pts).  Due:  Wed, March 23rd.
Note:  Please use the reference information for Adobe Illustrator (attached to AI Part I), and Adobe Photoshop (attached to Scanners and Photoshop lab)

Directions:

1. Select at least two figures (photos, graphs, schematic drawings, tables, etc.) from journals, books, etc. that you would like to appear in your final report (save one to be drafted next week in lab).  Be certain that you have the best copy possible and that the image is conducive to scanning.

2. Scan all figures into Adobe Photoshop (refer to previous lab exercise).

3. Manipulate all figures using PS (refer to Photoshop lab).  Erase extraneous details if necessary.  I recommend erasing all text and retyping it in AI.  At this point, your figures should be print and report quality (less annotations).

4. Save all figures as TIFF images (remember, TIFF files are large but higher quality and we are aiming for quality)

5. Open Adobe Illustrator 

6. Open your scanned image into AI.  Hint:  use the File menu/Open command and locate your file. 

a. Remember to set up your AI window with the appropriate palettes, rulers, etc.

b. USE LAYERS!

7. Use Adobe Illustrator to annotate your figures.  Suggestions may include: 

a. Text

b. Figure title – 12 point, Times New Roman, left justified using standard page margins (1” left and right margins).  Remember that table titles go above figure, and all other figure titles go below figures.

c. If photo – draw attention to areas of interest in figure using arrows, outlines, ellipses, etc.

8. Size figures to best fit your final report using the scaling tool.  Hint:  unlock all layers and select everything (“apple a”) except the figure title (shift click to deselect), then double click the scale tool to change the image size.

9. Save figures, print, and hand in.
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
