Adobe Illustrator-Part III

Creating an Illustration from a Template

The purpose of this exercise is to use the skills that you have acquired in the first two parts of this lab to create an illustration from a scanned template.  You are required to draft one illustration to appear in your final report (10 pts).  Due:  Wed, March 23rd.
Note:  Please use the reference information for Adobe Illustrator (attached to AI Part I), and Adobe Photoshop (attached to Scanners and Photoshop lab)

Directions:

1. Select one figure from your research that you would like to appear in your final report.  

2. Scan the figure into Adobe Photoshop. There is no need to manipulate the figure using Adobe Photoshop because it will only serve as a template and you can choose not to trace extraneous details in Adobe Illustrator.

3. In Photoshop:  save all figures as medium to low quality JPG images (remember, JPG’s are compressed files and thus great for template where quality is not an issue)

4. Open Adobe Illustrator on any Mac.  

5. Open your scanned image into AI.  Hint:  use the File menu/Open command and locate your file. 

a. Remember to set up your AI window with the appropriate palettes, rulers, etc.

b. USE LAYERS!

6. Size the illustration to best fit your final report using the scaling tool.  Hint:  unlock all layers and select everything (“apple a”) except the figure title (shift click to deselect), then double click the scale tool to change the image size.

7. Use Adobe Illustrator to redraw over your scanned template (similar procedures as AI Part I).  Hint:  turn layer 1 into a template

8. Requirements:

a. Figure Caption - Times New Roman-regular, 12 point, left justified using standard page margins (1” left and right margins).  *Remember that table captions go above tables, and all other figure captions go below figures

b. Color - I recommend gray scale colors but if you choose to use color, be sure they don’t overwhelm the illustration

c. Illustration size – maximum final size not to exceed 6.5 x 9 inches 

d. Fonts – Helvetica or Times

· Italic to label water on maps, graphs, and sections

e. Point Size:  lowest permitted point size for lettering is 6 points

9. Save figures, print, and hand in.
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
