Native American Business Organization Conference Guidelines
The following guidelines must be met when attending a conference under the Native American Business Organization of Northern Arizona University.

Requirements

· The attendance of a conference will be based on a point system, so the attendee must have sufficient points to attend the conference.

· The attendee must be in good academic standing.

· The attendee must notify his/her professors, roommate, if there is one, parents, and if applicable, their work supervisor.

· An Institutional Excuse Form must be signed by the attendee through the Office of Student Life.

· The attendee must have all of his/her work done for those classes that week, so they have less to worry about.

Point System
The point system will be based on categories that the officers and advisor of NABO have set-up. The point system will give eligible members a chance to attend a conference. There are four categories to this point system and they are the following.



Attendance to meetings:

4 points



Community Service:


3 points

3 points
